Apalachee Audubon members are urged to join with Americorps in a continuing effort to
improve wildlife habitat at San Luis Mission Park. This is the third year in a row that Americorps
State Parks members have volunteered a week in the spring to make park improvements such as
boardwalk repairs and exotic plant removal. Much has been accomplished, but some follow-up
activities are still needed.

We will
remove remaining invasive exotic plants such as coral ardisia and pick up trash around the lake.
Volunteers should bring gloves and shovels, and should wear long pants and long sleeves to protect
from poison ivy and insects. San Luis Mission Park is still a great place to see a variety of birds, so
be sure to bring your binoculars as well. Lunch and drinks will be provided by Apalachee Audubon.
